Fatal mining accident in Central Queensland –

At about 11:00 pm on 22 October 2004, a female visitor to a small open cut gypsum mine site 150 km south west of Winton was fatally injured when run over by a front end loader.  The loader operator had completed loading one side of his truck and when he reversed round the truck to load the other side he noticed the visitor lying injured on the ground.  The accident is being investigated by inspectors from Mount Isa.
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
